	[Screen Printing Activity]



Directions: Each student will be creating a design that will later be screen printed onto an article of clothing brought in by the students.  

Step 1:  Students will need to brainstorm and develop 4 unique thumbnail sketches of 4 unique ideas for their screen printing design.
Each thumbnail sketch will need the following:

· 1 image must be present in the design

· The image must be Black and White

· Text must also be present in each design


Directions:  Once students have completed their unique 4 thumbnail sketches, students must choose one design and draw it at full scale. Your final thumbnail sketch cannot be larger than 7 ¼” x 4 ¼”.
The rough sketch must include the following:
· One design taken from a thumbnail sketch.

· You must color in your design with the color of ink that you would like to use. 

· You must label on the design the size of your image. (Use a ruler to measure the maximum height & width).

· The rough sketch should be much neater than the thumbnail sketch.

· Remember your rough sketch must fit in the box below.  

**Notice: You will be graded upon how much your final screen print resembles your sketches. Make sure that your rough sketch accurately resembles the design you want to screen print.
